Skiing – who could possibly resist its allure?  Crosscountry skiing, the simplest and least expensive 
form, is a terrific Unit activity.  Enjoy the challenge of this healthy winter sport with confidence in 
your having received quality instruction in crosscountry ski techniques and safety from a member 
of the U.S. Ski Patrol.  The objectives of this training are to introduce the adult Scouter to it and to 
promote it as a part of a Unit’s winter outdoor program.

This High Adventure training begins with a seminar Monday, Jan. 12, 2009, 7:30 pm to about 9:30 
pm, at the Los Angeles School Police Department, 1330 Pico Blvd., Los Angeles, CA.  The special 
equipment and clothing for crosscountry skiing will be displayed.  Safe practices, the several loca-
tions in the local mountains that are suitable for this activity, and where to arrange for equipment 
and instruction (for your Scouts) will also be covered. The requirements for, and location of, the 
field training will be discussed.  The date of that training will be set as a condition of snow in the 
Chula Vista Campground, in the Mt. Pinos area (An Adventure Pass is required for your vehicle).    
You will be given instruction in the morning; after lunch, you may ski for as long as you like.  A 
forecast of insufficient snow or of extreme weather conditions will cause it to be rescheduled.  
Some special equipment (rent/borrow/buy) may be needed for it.

A fee of $5.00 is charged for this training.  Registration is required by January 3.  You will be sent 
a confirmation, or a notice of cancellation if there are fewer than 5 sign-ups by that date.  A syl-
labus that covers the materials discussed will be given to each participant.
